	· Britches – sweatpants and baseball pants work nicely;  old pants cut just below knee and folded into a cuff is another suggestion

· Socks – white tube socks pulled up to cover the cuff of the pants

· Vests – a nice option if you have one at home

· Oversized white button down shirt (perhaps from a dad, big brother, grandpa)

· Suit jacket (father’s, big brother’s) with possibly adding epaulets to create uniform – make sure it is correct color to your LM person – red, blue, etc
· Shoes, rather than sneakers, if possible.

· Dress (plain or simple print)

· Shoes, rather than sneakers, if possible
