We will share a slide show with the students, which will show students from previous years to give them some ideas.  A couple days before the actual Living Museum, students will bring their costumes, and props for a “dress-rehearsal” to ensure that they have what they will need for the actual day of the Living Museum.

Session 1 (Group A) will be presenting in the gym from 9:00 – 10:15, and Session 2 (Group B) will be presenting from 10:45 – 12:00.
