One way street

Living depending on nonliving

Examples:

Snail and Gravel

Cricket and rock
Pillbug and soil
Alfalfa and soil

 - Cricket depends on the rock for shelter, but the rock does not depend on the cricket because it is nonliving.
Interdependent Relationships

Two way street

Living depending on living

Examples:

Snail and Elodea: Snail depends on elodea for oxygen, food, shelter, and a place to lay their eggs. Elodea depends on the snail for carbon dioxide, and to eat the dead leaves so it can grow more and when the snail dies it will add nutrients to the water in turn helping the elodea.
